YUKATA

The YUKATA is an informal, lightweight KIMONO worn in the summer by men and women,
and children.

Originally, it was a Kimono worn while one was taking a bath. Today we wear it after the
bath, like a bathrobe.

In the 19th century, people started to wear the Yukata in the hot season both at home and in
the streets.

It is usually floral or geometric patterns dyed or printed on a white or deep-blue background.
Most Japanese-style hotels have Yukata available for the guests.

Today, we often wear YUKATA at festivals in the summer.
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
