Greeting

Tell about 5 yen coin and otoshidama.

“Some Japanese people think 5yen coin is a
lucky charm. Because b5yen is [goen] in
Japanese, and [goen] also means good
relationship or good luck.”

“So I'll give you a 5yen coin. Please keep it. And
this envelope is called Pochi-bukuro. In Japan,
we have a custom that parents or relatives give
money to children on New Year’s Day. When we
give money to someone, it is enclosed in the
envelope like this.
